LID Monitoring Projects
Riverwood Conservancy — Parking Lot Bioswale

Background

Located in central Mississauga and nestled predominantly along the east bank of the Credit
River, the main parking lot for the Riverwood Conservancy includes a Bioretention Swale.
The swale was installed to reduce the quantity and improve the quality of stormwater runoff
from the parking lot to the Riverwood Wetland, MacEwan Creek, and ultimately the Credit
River.

Location : Riverwood Park, Mississauga

LID Practices Implemented
- Parking Lot Bioswales are a stormwater management technique that uses the
chemical, biological, and physical properties of plants and soils to treat stormwater
runoff. They are designed to mimic natural conditions promoting infiltration, retention,

and the slow release of stormwater runoff.

Why are we Monitoring?

We are evaluating the effectiveness of the Bioswale at reducing the volume and
improving the quality of stormwater runoff from the parking lot compared to
conventional parking

lots.

What are we
Monitoring?

We are measuring
water flow using a
continuous area
velocity flow meter.

We are also taking
flow weighted water
samples during
precipitation events.
